The abstract of a research paper should briefly state the main objectives, methodology, results, and conclusions of the research work, summarize the problem solved by the research work, its theoretical and practical significance, the proposed problems, and the innovative aspects, and should not use special characters, punctuation, or mathematical notation. The abstract should be written in “Times New Roman” 9pt font, bold, centered, and with line spacing multiple 1, after 6pt, and should not exceed 15-20 lines. For a template, see the abstract section of the Microsoft Word Template.
Keywords: Type your keywords here, separated by semicolons; Chapter, format, research, model...etc. Keywords should be written at the bottom of the abstract and should be written in 4-5 words. Words that appear in the title of the article should not be written in keywords. Keywords should be separated by commas (,), and the first letter should be capitalized “Times New Roman”, 9pt font height, centered, and written in italic on one line. Line spacing should be 1 (line spacing multiple 1, after 6pt). See the template in the keywords section of the Microsoft Word Template.
1. INTRODUCTION
This MS Word Document template defines the format required for articles to be published in the Scientific Proceeding. The standards for writing academic papers (PAs) have been revised to meet the following three objectives:

1. A unified format for PAs will simplify the author’s writing and publishing process;

2. A uniform standard for publishing and distributing PAs electronically;

3. The PAs format for the Scientific Proceeding will be consistent with international IEEE standards. The text format for PAs is as follows, including the size of the template’s margins, column widths, and line spacing. Text styles are also provided as examples and are described in parentheses in italics.
The chapter title should be in “Times New Roman” font, 10 pt font heights, bold, and all letters should be capitalized. See the Heading 1 section of the Microsoft Word Template for a chapter title template. Numbering should be in Roman numerals. 

The main text of the article should be in “Times New Roman” font, 10 pt font heights, with first line by 0.2, and line spacing multiple 0.95, after 3 pt. The main text should be divided into 2 columns with Columns: width 3.12, Spacing 0.25. See the Para 1 section of the Microsoft Word Template for a main text template.
II. EASE TO USE
1. Paper Size (Subtitle)

Subtitles should be in “Times New Roman” font, 10 pt font height, all letters should be bold, italic, aligned on the left, and spaced (Line spacing multiple 1, spacing before 6 pt, after 6 pt). See the Head 2 section of the Microsoft Word Template for a sample of subtitles. Subtitles should be numbered numerically. 

First, make sure that the paper size of the article is correct. The article should be written in 6 pages of 21.0 cm x 29.7 cm (A4) size and should be formatted according to the following standards. All page sizes are (page setup: top1.18, bottom 0.98, left 0.87 and right 0.91).
 2. Keep the full text format

This text format has been prepared to match the paper size, column width, line spacing, and text font of the article to the publication format, so please use it without changing any of the markings. All dimensions such as column width, line spacing, and text font are clearly specified, and your article is not a separate work, but is part of the MUST Research Paper Procceding, so you must be very careful.
III. PREPARATION OF THE ARTICLE DRAFT
Before formatting your article, complete your content and layout edits and save the text content as a separate text file (.txt). See Sections A-E for considerations when editing content. 

Save your text and graphics files separately before formatting your text and inserting them into the required style. Use the ‘Tab’ key only to start a new paragraph, not otherwise. Do not add page numbers to your article text. There is no need to create new headers and footers; they will automatically be inserted into the same style. After merging all the articles, enter the following information in the Header information: ISSN number, special issue, and collection of scientific works. The page numbers are numbered numerically.
A. Abbreviations

The title within the subtitle should be written in “Times new roman” font, 10 pt font height, and all words should be written in “Italic”. No “bold” is required, and the line spacing should be single (line spacing before 6 pt, after 6 pt). See the Head 4 section of the Microsoft Word Template for a template for the title within the subtitle. Numbering should be done in Roman numerals. 

When an abbreviation is used for the first time in the text, the full explanation must be written, for example, Academy of Sciences (AS). The name of a country should not be abbreviated in the article. For example, do not write United States of America, USA. The explanation may be repeated in the abstract. Abbreviations should be used in the title only when absolutely necessary.
B. Units

• Use the metric system as the primary unit. English units may be used as secondary units (used in parentheses). Use Times New Roman font, 10 pt font height, line spacing multiple 0.95, left 0.2 pt, after 3pt, special hanging 0.2, ),

• Avoid mixing SI and CGS units, such as current in amperes and magnetic field in oersteds. This often leads to confusion, as the writing of equations cannot be a fixed standard. If you must use mixed units, be sure to specify the unit for each quantity used in the equation.

• Do not mix unit abbreviations and spellings. For example, it is incorrect to write ‘wb/m’ or ‘webers per square meter’, but ‘webers/m2’.
• Always write 0 before fractions. For example: “0.25” is incorrect: “.25”.
C. Equations

Equations do not follow this standard format. You should write your equations in Times New Roman or Symbol font (do not use any other font). If you are creating a multi-level equation, you may need to save the equation as a graphic and drag it into the text after you have finished formatting your article.

Number the equations in order. The equation number (1) in parentheses is placed on the right-hand side using the right-align key. You can use the solidus ( / ), exp function, or appropriate exponent to make your equations more compact.
If the equation is part of a sentence, write it using a comma or period, as shown below:

Use the center key to center the equation.

When you specify an equation, you specify it either before or immediately after the equation. At the beginning of a sentence, write “Equation One or (1),” otherwise write “(1),” and do not write “equation (1)” or “Eq. (1).”
D. Recommendations

• It is common to not follow the correct logical order when writing content, so you should proofread your text several times to put it in the correct logical order

• To avoid making compositional mistakes, be well aware of the general requirements of modern Mongolian composition and the characteristics of academic writing 

• Since spelling mistakes are common, use the “Regulated Dictionary of Mongolian Spelling Rules” published in 2018

• Write numbered symbols in the order of the words in the Mongolian sentence. Do not write Table-1, Formula-5, Figure -13. Write 1st TABLE, 13th Figure according  to the order of the Mongolian sentence.
IV. USING THE TEMPLATE
After editing the text, insert the article into the template. Use the Save As command to copy the template file and name your article in Latin letters in the following order:

Author_School_Month-Year

*Example: Bat_PES_05-2021

In this newly created file, highlight all the headings, and upload the text file you prepared. This will prepare you for formatting your article.
E. Authors and Affiliations

The names of the authors should be listed from left to right and should be moved to the next line. This is the order of the authors that will be used for future citations and for referencing the scholarly article. Please note that names should not be listed in columns or grouped by affiliation. Affiliations should be kept as concise as possible (i.e., there is no need to distinguish between locations within the same organization).
1. For articles with more than six authors: Add the author names horizontally, and if there are more than eight authors, add a third line.

2. For articles with fewer than six authors: 

a) Select: Highlight all authors and their affiliation lines.

b) Change the number of columns: Select the correct column from the Columns window in the MSW standard menu.

c) ​​Delete: Delete the authors and affiliation lines to include additional authors.
3. Distinguishing Headings

Headings are an organizational tool that guides the reader through your article. There are two types of headings: section headings and body headings. 

Section headings are used to identify different parts of your article, rather than to indicate their thematic relationship. For example, the correct style for headings for Acknowledgements and Bibliography is “Heading 5.” Use “figure caption” for figure captions, and “table caption” for table captions.
Use "figure caption" for figure captions and "table header" for table titles. Scrolling headers, such as "Summary," will require the use of an additional style (in this case, italic) from the text menu in addition to the style provided to distinguish the narrative from the header.
The headings of the article are organized according to the relationship of topics and the hierarchical principle. For example, the title of the article is the main text heading, since all subsequent materials touch on and develop this topic in detail. If there are two or more subtopics, the next level heading (capitalized Roman numerals) should be used, and if there are at least two subtopics, then no subheading is required. The following templates are specified: "Heading 1 (1st Heading), "Heading 2 (2nd Heading), "Heading 3 (3rd Heading ), "Heading 4 (4th Heading)".
4. Figures and Tables

After citing the text, appropriate figures and tables should be included. Figures and tables should be placed at the beginning or end of the column. Avoid placing them in the middle of the column. Large figures and tables can be placed across two columns. The height of the letters and numbers on the figure should be equal to the height of the main text, or at least 85%. The shape and size of the figure should be appropriate for the illustration. Each figure should have a caption, and the caption should be written centered directly below the figure.

Figure legend: To avoid confusing the reader, use words rather than symbols or abbreviations when writing axis labels. For example, “Magnetization”, or “Magnetization, M”, do not simply say “M”. If units are included, express them in parentheses. Axis labels should not be expressed in units only. For example, “Magnetization (A/m)” or “Magnetization {A[m(1)]}” should not be “A/m”. Axes should not be labeled with numerical ratios or units. For example, “Temperature (K)” should not be labeled “Temperature/K”.
The table title should be written in “Times New Roman” font, 8 pt font height, all capital letters, and centered on the table. Prepared using the “Table” function of “Microsoft Word Template”. (line spacing multiple 0.95 , spacing before 12 pt, after 3 pt);

The table numbering should be written one line below the title in “Times New Roman” font, 8 pt font heights, and italic, aligned to the right. The numbering should be in the form (TABLE 1.), (spacing before 3 pt, after 3 pt); Vertical and horizontal lines should be used in the table.
Table Border: (Pen color: Write, Background 1, Darker 25%)

Table footnotes should be 6pt in height and in “Italic” style. Each footnote or explanation should start on a new line. Probabilities can be expressed as: p < 0.10; *p < 0.05; **p < 0.01; ***p < 0.001. The background color of the first line of the table with the names should be Blue accent: 1 (R: 91, G: 155, B: 213) and the text in that line should be bold and highlighted (Bold).

CONCLUSION

A general conclusion of the research work should be included.

REFERENCES, BIBLIOGRAPHY

Research articles, books, and reports cited in the text of the article should be listed in the order in which they are cited in the text. Please note that materials included in the list of references must be cited in the text. The citation number should be written consecutively from the beginning of the article, in square brackets [1]. Periods and commas should be written after the citation. (Font height 8pt, Paragraph: After 2.5pt, Hanging 0.25, exactly 9pt)
Footnote numbers should be capitalized separately. Footnotes should be placed at the bottom of the column to which they refer. Footnotes should not be used in abstracts or bibliographies. Footnotes should be capitalized in tables.

If there are six or more authors, list all authors' names, and do not use the words et al. . Citations from unpublished or submitted articles should be marked “unpublished” [6]. Articles that have been approved for publication should be marked “in press” [7]. Capitalize only the first word of the title, as well as any assigned names and symbols.
